Explanation: Part of the Professional Education core is a course in educational psychology—CEPD 4101. Candidates must be admitted to teacher education prior to enrolling in the course. CEPD 4101 is an introduction to psychological theories and principles. Covered topics include theories of learning, motivation, classroom management, and assessment. This course provides a knowledge base for designing developmentally-appropriate learning experiences, which candidates later apply in field experiences, internship, and in their future classrooms.
