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Members present: Julie Bartley, Jackie Fillingim, Dawn McCord, and Barbara McKenzie

Barbara thanked the committee for sending her digital photos to add to the presentation from the schools and the arts and said it added greatly. She also informed the committee that since the last meeting she had the MIT Department review and critique the presentation. They suggested the following:

· Shorten the presentation and make the timing more precise,

· Eliminate slides with no audio,

· Add more transitions and animation to the presentation, 
· Make sure photos are the same size on slides when needed, and 

· Keep borders and margins on slides consistent.

Based on the feedback from both the Conceptual Framework Committee from the previous meeting and the MIT Department, revisions were made.

The revised presentation was shown to the committee for their review and additional comments. Overall the committee found the presentation greatly approved and almost ready to be shared with a larger audience for review. A few final suggestions were given. This included: 
· Change the yellow color on the conceptual framework wheel to blue on slide #8 so that it stands out more.
· In a few slides make the timing a little quicker so there is not lag between the audio from slide to slide.
· Consider adding another slide that shows knowledge to be a larger piece of the wheel. For example add another wheel with a circle broken down into thirds. One third would be knowledge, one third with be skills with the descriptors listed and the last third with be dispositions with the descriptors listed. Another possibility would be fading the existing conceptual framework wheel into a second wheel that has the descriptors placed into three equally divided categories.

· Consider linking a word document to the PowerPoint that provides examples of indicators of each of the ten descriptors. This would enable viewers to develop a greater awareness of the types of activities that each indicator involves. 
The committee moved on to its second charge: to determine methods for education for UWG faculty, students, and P12 community about the conceptual framework.
Ideas were brain stored and listed in a table on how the UWG faculty and students and the P12 community could best be educated on the conceptual framework. The ideas generated were as follows:
