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Conceptual Framework Ad-Hoc Committee Meeting 

March 15, 2005
Members present: Cher Hendricks, Julie Bartley, Jackie Fillingim, Dawn McCord, and Barbara McKenzie

Cher answered the committee’s questions regarding the degree to which they were to go into detail on their assigned tasks. It was decided that the committee had accomplished what we were asked to do and that this would be our last meeting. We then reviewed our accomplishments. They are summarized below: 
1. The Conceptual Framework PowerPoint presentation had been designed, reviewed, revised and was now ready to be reviewed by 
a larger body;

2. Methods for education UWG faculty, students, and P12 community were listed from which individuals could select the methods 
that were the most appropriate for their situation;

3. Multiple assessment methods for education UWG faculty, students, and P12 community were also listed so appropriate methods 
could be selected that matched the educational situation; and

4. Feedback was solicited from faculty, students, and the P12 community about the CF framework presentation.
The committee reviewed its recommendations. 

Conceptual Framework Presentation

The PowerPoint presentation, designed by Barbara McKenzie and refined by the committee, will be given to Dean Layton for review, impaticized, and then sent Cher Henricks so it can be further assessed by a wider audience. Barbara stated she also would ask Ms. Darlene Jones-Owens to review the presentation again since she has such extensive experience with technology, web page design, and provide additional feedback on the timing of the audio, transition of digital photos, and the general animation of the presentation. 
The committee recommends the Conceptual Framework presentation be viewed in a manner that is the most user friendly to the faculty member, student, or P12 community. It can be viewed in the following formats: on the COE web site which at the current time is:  http://coe.westga.edu/About/ConceptualFramework/ ; on a zip disk, flash drive, CD, or DVD; or online in a student’s WebCT class.

Methods of Education
There are a variety of ways that faculties, students and the P12 community can enhance their knowledge of the Conceptual Framework. The committee recommends that departments select methods they believe will be the most appropriate for their situation. Some options that may be considered are listed below:

	· Inform faculty that Conceptual Framework information is available on the COE web site in a number of formats to enhance their knowledge and can be used with their students during classes. This includes the following possible uses: 
1. Conceptual Framework PowerPoint with audio that is impaticized. Viewers can click on the information to view it and do not need to download it to their computer to review the presentation. No plug ins are required.
2. Conceptual Framework PowerPoint is available in a pdf formal. Information can be easily downloaded to a computer for review. 
3. Conceptual Framework information is in a word document in a pdf format. It can be opened online and/or downloaded for review at -  http://coe.westga.edu/About/ConceptualFramework/ConceptualFramework.pdf
4. Supervising Teacher’s Training Presentation in a PowerPoint with audio that is impaticized. It is located at - http://coe.westga.edu/About/Assessment/Training.htm
· 5. Training Presentation for Early and Middle Experiences  in a PowerPoint with audio that is impaticized at - http://coe.westga.edu/About/Assessment/Training/

	· Instructors can introduce students to the Conceptual Framework the first week of class using one of the available formats: 
1. Conceptual Framework PowerPoint is available with audio is impaticized and online at the COE website or it can be online and available within a WEBCT class. Students click on the presentation and do not need to download it to their computer to see and hear the presentation. 
2. Conceptual Framework PowerPoint is available in a pdf formal. Students can download the presentation to review it.
3. Conceptual Framework information in a word document in a pdf format. Students can read the information online or downloaded the word document for review at -  http://coe.westga.edu/About/ConceptualFramework/ConceptualFramework.pdf

	· Inform the P12 community that Conceptual Framework information is available on the COE web site and make it readily visible. This includes the following options:

1. Conceptual Framework PowerPoint with audio that is impaticized. P12 members can click on the information to enhance their knowledge of the Conceptual Framework and do not need to download it.
2. Conceptual Framework PowerPoint in a pdf formal. Interested individuals can view the presentation online and/or download it to their computers. 

3. Conceptual Framework information in a word document in a pdf format. It can be read online at the web site and/or downloaded for review at -  http://coe.westga.edu/About/ConceptualFramework/ConceptualFramework.pdf
4. Supervising Teacher’s Training Presentation in a PowerPoint with audio format that is impaticized - http://coe.westga.edu/About/Assessment/Training.htm
5. Training Presentation for Early and Middle Experiences  in a PowerPoint with audio that is impaticized - http://coe.westga.edu/About/Assessment/Training/


	· Mouse pads are placed in faculty offices with the Conceptual Framework wheel displayed on it. This may  increase faculty knowledge of the framework.

	· Mouse pads in the computer labs have the Conceptual Framework wheel on them for students to review. This may serve to enhance students’ knowledge of the COE Conceptual Framework. 

	Present the Conceptual Framework at a Community Advisory Meeting

	· Faculty can review the Conceptual Framework at the beginning of every class using the format that suits their class needs (e.g., PowerPoint, pdf, personalized presentation, handout, class discussion)

	· Bookmarks featuring the Conceptual Framework can be distributed from the Teaching Materials Center 
	Develop bookmarks featuring the Conceptual Framework and distribute them at the school’s media center

	· TEFFE Training is available. (all faculty are invited to attend) http://coe.westga.edu/About/Assessment/Training.htm 

	· Conceptual Framework brochures can be distributed from the Dean’s Office and/or the Teaching Materials Center to promote student awareness of the Conceptual Framework 

	Distribute Conceptual Framework brochures at internship meetings

	· Introduce new faculty to the Conceptual Framework at their orientation to the College of Education 
	
	


Ways to Assess Knowledge of the Conceptual Framework

The committee recommended departments select their own assessment methods to determine the degree to which faculty, students, and/or the P12 community knew the COE Conceptual Framework. It was highly suggested that each department have students design and construct electronic portfolios demonstrating their knowledge, skills, and dispositions related to the Conceptual Framework. The following assessment techniques were suggested as possible options to consider:

	· Count the number of times faculty have presented the Conceptual Framework  information within each of their classes (e.g., introduced Conceptual Framework the first day of class or at another time during the semester) 


	· Student’s electronic portfolios are

	· Discussions at Community Advisory meetings

	· Data collected through written or online surveys, interviews, discussions,  

	· Data collected through exams, surveys or interviews regarding the Conceptual Framework including what it is, why it is important, what it includes, and how the class fits into the framework. This could consist of: 
· Questions in a midterm exam and/ or final (e.g., What is the conceptual framework?, Why is it important?, How does the class fit into the framework?)
· Focus Groups

· Interviews

· Written Surveys

· Questions embedded within the University course evaluation
	· Data collected through surveys or interviews 
· Online questionnaires to selected teachers such as those who are working with our student teachers

· Written surveys distributed to teachers working with our student teachers

· Informal discussions with school administrators and teachers who work with COE student teachers

· Focus group meetings with selected teachers who work with our student teachers

· Phone interviews with selected teachers who work with our student teachers  



	· Documented discussions at department meetings 
	· Reflections within courses (e.g., included in electronic portfolios, formal and information discussions)

	· Collect data on student’s knowledge of the Conceptual Framework after watching the PowerPoint presentation using the electronic orientation form for supervising teachers 

	· Documented informal discussions 


	· Student self assessments at the end of their program (e.g., written, verbal)
	

	· Attendance at TEFFE training sessions


	· Requiring students to indicate how projects in courses link to the Conceptual Framework as part of the course assignment

	

	· The number of times faculty have accessed the COE web site on the Conceptual Framework (e.g., word documents, PowerPoint presentations)

	· Student self assessment two years after graduation
	

	· Course syllabi and the degree to which it references to the Conceptual Framework
	
	

	· Faculty assessments (e.g., quiz, discussions) at the end of the faculty orientation where the Conceptual Framework PowerPoint presentation is viewed. This will help to determine how much information has been retained.
