While I love teaching reading using trade books, my school has just adopted a new reading series, and we have to use it. West Ga goes to a lot of trouble developing reading, but realistically it would have been more helpful to have had more experience working with teachers' text determining how to best implement the lessons provided by these text. As a first-year teacher, it took some time to pick and choose which part of the lesson to follow,how to present these lessons, and complete everything in 5 days.
