1. Marie asked if anyone found evidence of impact on student learning from C&I, SPED, and PER documents in the NCATE and BOR reports.  Members noted that no evidence was found in the reports.

a. the various departments should submit systematic assessment of impact on student learning, not what UWG faculty are doing 

b. how many student records do the departments collect

c. format for storing documentation, and
