Draft of Minutes

Present: Michael Hazelkorn, John Ponder, Jill Reddish, Marie Holbein (chair).

Call to Order: The meeting was called to order at 2:30.

Approval of Minutes: The committee did not review minutes as they were not yet available.
Old Business: 
Marie met with Cher to review issues from the meeting on Feb. 15 wherein the committee sought clarification. Those issues and the responses from Cher were:
1. The committee needs requests clarification on “documentation” of impact on student learning. Response:  We need to show what the candidate understands about what they did and how they could do it better.  Students could complete a form consisting of anecdotal and quantitative information that Cher would maintain and transfer to a data base. The form would elicit the following information from the students:  

1. what interventions they implemented

2. results from their interventions

3. how they perceived the intervention to impact learning

4. what they would do differently

2. The committee requests clarification on how to document portfolio assessment. Response: The portfolio should consists of assignments, rubrics for evaluating assignments, and artifacts (examples of students work).
3. The rubrics provided to the committee with their charge do not reflect the collection of quantifiable data. Can we do the same? If so, how do we prove that our teacher candidates have made an impact on student learning? How and where do we store the data? Response: We transfer information from qualitative data and rubrics to checklists.
4. Do we want to know what changes are actually occurring, or do we want to know what is being required of or our students to impact change? Response: We want to know what changes are actually occurring.
5. How do we “standardize” expectations for impact on student learning when we cannot standardize field experiences for all teacher candidates? Response: We standardize as much as possible given limitations of standardizing placements and experiences.
6. Can we determine the impact on student learning by “stratified sampling” of some students in some schools or does it have to be all students being served by teacher candidates? Response: Requiring all students to complete a form as described in “i” would be preferable.
New Business

The committee requested that Cher attend the next meeting to further discuss these issues.
