Candidates may exempt this introductory course if they successfully complete a departmental exam. The exemption exam, which is given every semester, is a four-hour, project-based test that covers email usage, word processing, desktop publishing, Internet search engines and databases, spreadsheets, webpage development, presentation software, and database software.
