Program Completers-Initial 
Ad-Hoc Committee Minutes

March 8, 2005

Present:  Cher Hendricks (convener), David Boldt, Skip Clark, Ros Duplechain, Susan Horton
The meeting was called to order at 4:30.

Cher Hendricks reported that the committee’s recommendations regarding adding program-specific questions to the GTEP were made at the 2/18/05 meeting of the Assessment Advisory Committee. The recommendation will be voted on at the 04/01/05 AAC meeting. 
The committee reviewed comments from faculty regarding the GTEP and ETEP. 
· Comments from Meg Cooper (SPED) were discussed and the committee agreed that the special education programs should be split into two areas (LD/BD and MR). The committee also agreed to add a question about whether program completers are teaching in the area in which they earned a clear and renewable teaching certificate.

· The committee reviewed the comments from Julie Bartley (Geosciences) and recommended to make the question stem (University of West Georgia’s Teacher Education Program prepared me to…) more visible. Additionally, the committee will review a draft document that makes the Conceptual Framework descriptors more pronounced (labeled with specific items).
· The committee recommended to made the change suggested by Denise Overfield (Foreign Languages) to change “undergraduate teacher education programs” to “initial certification teacher education programs.”
· Committee members also raised a number of questions about the assessments. Ros Duplechain suggested that the forms be given to seniors at their last meeting. However, Cher explained that in order to meet accreditation requirements for assessing program completers, we must complete the assessment one to two years after graduation or program completion. Skip Clark explained that it would be useful for the History department to know whether graduates felt better prepared to teach in certain areas of history. Skip also suggested that we add open-ended questions to each specific question in order to gain more feedback in specific areas. 

Cher said that she would create draft documents based on these suggestions that can be reviewed at our next meeting.
