TEFEE Ad hoc Committee

The first part of the meeting was devoted to Cher Hendricks explaining the new design of the Assessment Committee and how ad hoc committees would work.  There were many questions about the Teacher Education Field Experience Evaluation (TEFEE) instrument and what new form it might take.


Presently, the existing TEFEE has been narrowed to 16 statements that we are informally referring to as Part A.  Cher has complied a list of broad concepts from instruments used at other colleges that will be informative as we discuss a Part B to the TEFEE.


Our charge is to make recommendations to the larger Assessment Committee about Part A and Part B.  Part A is generic and Part B will be related to the goals or standards of learned societies. Both parts are necessary, but the form Part B will take will consume much of our discussion in future meetings.
A new instrument should be implemented in Fall of 2005.  Several members of the committee expressed concern about training.  Who is going to prepare the cooperating teachers and college supervisors to use the new instrument?
We agreed to meet on Tuesday afternoons at 3:30 and to communicate exact dates via e-mail.  Our charge before our next meeting is to examine Part A as Cher has developed it and see if we feel it is sufficient.
