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B.S. in Education Degree with a Major in Early Childhood Education
The undergraduate program in Early Childhood / Elementary Education pre​pares teacher education candidates to teach children in pre-kindergarten school settings through fifth grade. Satisfactory completion of the program leads to Early Childhood certification in the state of Georgia. Admission to the Teacher Education program is required for enrollment in the blocked sequence of profes​sional courses. A full year of field experiences in public schools occurs throughout the professional education courses. Students in this program will also acquire two concentrations (Mathematics and Reading) by completing courses that are integrated in Area F and the professional sequence of courses. The programs in Curriculum and Instruction prepare undergraduate students to meet the 10 INTASC principles (http:// www.ccsso.org/nextstep.html#intasc).
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
